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2. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

2.1 GETTING STARTED

This sander is designed for sanding walls and ceilings that are dry built or made of plaster.
This equipment enables superior and faster finishing than conventional methods, for both 
construction and renovation.
The time used to clean the sander is reduced due to the fact that it has a bag dust collector 
attached to it.

2.2 SANDPAPER SELECTION

The sandpaper compatible with this sander model is 225mm diameter paper sandpaper with
6 holes or 225mm mesh sandpaper. To check the available grains of each sandpaper model, go
to www.nauber.com or speak to your salesperson.

2.3 HANDLING THE LXB850-CS SANDER CORRECTLY

The sander should be operated with both hands firmly holding the handle. The two hands must
be positioned along the main cable to enable better handling of the tool.

ATTENTION! Keep your hands on the cord and do not place either hand around the base of the 
sander while it is rotating. The base of this sander moves in multiple directions and may cause 
injury.

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2.4 CONNECTING THE SANDER TO THE VACUUM CLEANER

The following items come with the LXB850-CS sander:
* Suction hose - 4m long (includes a standard 38mm connector and a rotary). It has a static 
dissipator to avoid shocks.
* Adapter 38mm - 47mm - for suction hose (38mm) and collection bag outlet (47mm).
* Dust collection bag

2.5 COMPLETE INSTALLATION OF THE SUCTION SYSTEM

1. Connect the dust collection bag to the vacuum system following the dust collector 
manufacturer’s rules vacuum cleaner.

ATTENTION! If an appropriate dust collection bag is not used with this equipment, the level dust 
in the work environment can affect the respiratory system.

2. Connect the suction hose to the sander (FIGURE 02). Open the connector by turning the nut
anticlockwise. Push hose connector into sander handle and seal firmly. Turn the nut clockwise to
secure the adapter.
3. Install Velcro straps to prevent entanglement of the sander power cord and the vacuum hose.
Place the power cord and vacuum hose parallel to each other.
Space the strips at approximately two-foot intervals, starting at two feet of the sander. Wrap the 
long end of each strap around the power cord and close.
4. Connect the suction hose to the vacuum cleaner: Use the 38mm - 47mm adapter if necessary.
If your vacuum cleaner requires a special adapter, contact the vacuum cleaner manufacturer for 
assistance. know the measurements of the appropriate adapter.

2.6 STARTING AND STOPPING THE SANDER

Make sure the equipment voltage is compatible with your electrical network.
Before connecting the sander to the socket, check that the trigger button is in the OFF position.
If it is in the ON position, switch it to the OFF position and only then connect the sander to the
outlet.
With the sander plugged into the outlet, push the trigger to the ON position. To turn off the sander 
switch to the OFF position.

2.7 ADJUSTING THE SPEED

The LXB850-CS sander is equipped with an electronic speed regulator. The speed can be 
adjusted by turning the control knob. This button varies from 1 to 5, with 1 being the lowest speed
and starting at a rotation of approximately 1,000RPM and 5 the fastest (approximately 2,000RPM). 
Remember that at lower speeds the sander control will be more precise.

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2.8 REPLACING THE BRUSH SEGMENT (BROOM)

The brush segment is positioned around the base plate, and has three purposes:
1. The length of the brush segment goes beyond the base plate, therefore, it comes into contact
with the surface that will be sanded first, i.e., the brush segment provides stability operation, 
reducing or eliminating vibrations.
2. The brush segment also assists the self-aspiration system, delimiting the suction area and 
pulling as much dust as possible into the vacuum cleaner.

ATTENTION!
Before removing or replacing the brush segment, disconnect the sander from the mains.

1. Remove the base plate (SEE HOW TO REPLACE ON THE NEXT PAGE);
2. Using a Phillips screwdriver, remove the six screws and remove the brush segment;
3. Position the new brush segment and replace the six retaining screws;
4. Replace the base plate.

2.9 OPERATING THE LXB850-CS

This sander has an articulated base that can be positioned in various directions, allowing the 
base plate adapts to the sanding surface. This feature of the LXB850-CS allows sand the top and 
bottom of walls and ceilings without changing the operator's position.
1. Turn on the vacuum cleaner.
ATTENTION: Use a mask with suitable filters.

2. Position the trigger button in ON mode.
3. Position the sander lightly against the surface to be sanded (forcing the sander may cause
cause excessive wear on components and even engine burnout). The pressure exerted on the 
sander should be enough to align the base of the equipment with the surface.
4. Apply light additional pressure so that the sandpaper can perform the sanding work and move 
the sander in circles, this way you will obtain a standardized sanding.
This additional pressure cannot be excessive. Otherwise, the sandpaper will leave scuff marks.
swirl on the surface.
Keep the base of the sander constantly moving while the sandpaper is in contact with the surface. 
Use stable and standardized movements to achieve a good finishing.
Moving the sander base in a disorderly manner or stopping it abruptly on the surface will leave 
swirl marks.
CAUTION: Do not allow the sander base to come into contact with sharp objects while is 
working, this will damage the base plate, the brush segment and the sandpaper.
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3. REPLACING THE BASE PLATE

ATTENTION!
Before carrying out the following procedures, unplug the sander from the socket.

1. Hold the sander plate and base (pressing the plate against the base) to prevent rotation
of the plate.
2. Turn the platter retaining nut counterclockwise and remove it.
3. Pull the metal washer and remove the base plate.
NOTE: When the pad is removed from the sander, the inside of the sander base will be exposed.
Note that the inside is covered with an abrasive material. This material is used to prevent
allow the base plate to slide over the base housing.
NEVER USE SANDPAPER UNTIL THE BASE PLATE IS CORRECTLY INSTALLED

4. Position the new base plate in the center of the housing, making sure the plate is
completely aligned with the axis of the sander base.
5. Position the metal washer and retaining screw.
6. Turn the screw clockwise to secure the plate (while holding the base plate).
